he Pendleton name was brought to
Frankenmuth in 1958. Fred, his wife,
Marie, and two sons, Kevin and David,
moved to Frankenmuth so that Fred
could work at Centra Industrial
Engineering in Bridgeport, Michigan,
as atool buyer.
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Fred Arthur Pendleton was born on August 22, 1930, in
Gate City, Scott County, Virginia. He attended rural
schools and graduated from Gate City High School on
May 26, 1947, at the age of 16. He moved north looking
for employment and eventually settled in Detroit,
Michigan, in 1949, where he went to work for Hudson
and Dodge Motor Company.

On Feb. 1, 1951, Fred entered the United States Air
Force and served in the United States, Japan, Korea and
Guam. He returned to the United States in the spring of
1954. On September 11, 1954, Fred married Marie A.
Affendikis at Central Woodward Christian Church in
Highland Peark, Michigan. Fred and Marie resided in
Mesa, Arizonauntil his honorable discharge in 1955.
