he Ramm name came to this area
through David Paul Ramm, when he
arrived in Frankenmuth in 1974 to
work in the community’s original
occupation-agriculture.  David was
hired as farm manager for William
“Tiny" Zehnder J. Farms. He
managed and worked nearly 500 acres of land near the
city limits, raising corn, hay, oats, wheat and soybeans.
The crops mainly were used to feed a herd of Simmental
cattle that originated in Bavaria.
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There were as many as 100 breeding cows and 300 steers
on the farms located on Weiss Street and Curtis Road,
west of Block Road. An aggressive program of artificial
insemination and embryo transplants produced prize
animals for Saginaw County and Michigan State fairs as
well as for statewide sades and cow-caf operators
throughout the Midwest. David was named
Frankenmuth’s Young Farmer of the Year in 1979. He
earned an associate degree in agricultura production
from Michigan State University in 1972.
