he Sparks name came to this area 
through Arthur Sparks, who often 
stopped to eat at Fischer’s Hotel, now 
the Bavarian Inn Restaurant.  He met a 
waitress there, which eventually led to 
marriage and establishing a home in 
Frankenmuth in 1935.
